The group included both beginners and those who have held a rope for almost a
half century.
Daniel started the school by working everyone on the dummies and once he was
happy with the direction the students were headed in, then horses were saddled
and the drag steer was then mastered - somewhat...

The drag steer was a great way for heelers to get in timing with the moving legs,
and headers to work their horses into a great position and work on swing and
delivery at slow pace.

Throughout the school headers and heelers were schooled in areas such as: the
fastest method to facing heading horses, mental toughness, challenging yourself
and each other in the practice pen, creating a perfect position, schooling younger
and older horses, handling steers, riding a more effective corner, and much much

more.

Daniel is one of the most successful cowboys in the world, and his expertise in
heading and heeling really showed through with the improvements made by each
student of the school.

At the completion of the school the students were able to test their newfound skill
in a jackpot roping. Four teams went back to a rope-off but the overall winners
of the jackpot were Zoe Swain and Peter Todd Snr. Zoe felt her improvement in
handling steers and Peter's much improved position on the corner were the keys

to their win.
