Thank you for your interest in producing an ATRA event. Whether you are a new or existing promoter, the enclosed information package will give you an overview of how the Association operates and how to conduct a successful ATRA event.  Please keep it in a safe place as it will become an important referral source.


 


Some brief points to determine when planning your ATRA event:


 


 Affiliated producers are required to advertise each roping on the ATRA website no later than 14 days prior to the event.  We ask that entry fee, contact details, the $ amount of add back for each event and order of events be advertised.  You can submit your own flyer or the office can create one for you.  Check � HYPERLINK "http://www.teamroping.com.au/" �www.teamroper.com.au� and click on the calendar link, then an event for examples. 


 www.teamroper.com.au is the web site for all information regarding the ATRA and is updated daily. Here you can view results, check upcoming events and schools, download forms and view news items as they occur. 


 The ATRA communicates to its members with a monthly newsletter, via facebook and through the bi-monthly magazine Australian Horseman.  Any non-member is able to sign up to these and receive updates regarding the association.  If you have something you’d like submitted to either of these sources, please have it to the office by the 1st of each month for the newsletter or log it directly on the facebook site : Australasian Team Roping Association Inc. 


 Affiliation fees cost just $5 per entry for senior events and $2 per entry for juniors.  Tiny tots barrels are free. 


 Trophy fund: An optional trophy levy of an additional $2 per entry can be factored into your entry fee to enable competitors to earn more money for end of year trophies for their region.


 Format:  Availability of stock will come into consideration as you decide what events to include.  You are free to choose which events you conduct however our preferred format is #7, #9,#11, #13 and an Open Roping. Junior roper development is a major focus of the association so we encourage you to add as many junior events to your program as feasible. We also encourage you to have a junior looper dummy roping if you have any small keen family members.


 Stock: Your supply of high quality roping cattle is crucial to a successful roping.  An indication of how many, how much and the availability of, is one of the first factors your event will need to take into 


	account.


 Paperwork:  The office can provide you with support to assist you with the running of an ATRA event, however all the necessary forms are included in this pack. If you don’t have the arena manager 


	program, a suggested version of judges sheets are available to download from the website and 	these can either be used by hand or with a computer.

 Double Points: As an incentive for Roping Producers to have posted prize-money the ATRA awards Double Points to any roping that has either $500 posted prize money or 5 head and above in a single event. ie: a 5 head team roping or a Open Roping with $500 posted prize money.  


 GST:  Many competitors are GST registered and will require a Tax invoice upon payment of their entries.  Those competitors are required to present a Tax Invoice to collect any payouts or prizes won.  GST is part of final payouts and not to be added onto the final payout.  Just as your listed entry fee includes GST whether you are GST registered or not.
